IMPORTANT NOTE: Several singers have recently given me extremely last minute notice of rehearsal/concert conflicts. All singers (tenors/basses included) will wear their red vest/black pants concert dress outfit (with corresponding lower-healed black shoes and discreet hair/jewelry accessories) for both CCS performances. I will distribute the boxes at our May 11th rehearsal. If you cannot pick up the box at that time (or your singer forgets to do so!), you will need to call me at 987-2418 to arrange a time to pick it up from my home before our performance on Sunday, May 16th.  All boxes are due back at on May 25th.
Behavior Expectations 

Kudos to all singers for maintaining a professional level of attentiveness during our first two rehearsals with CCS! And a reminder that the expectations we have for our singers in our own rehearsals and performances – giving the conductor your complete attention, refraining from talking, maintaining a quiet body on stage, turning off your phone) – all apply here. We trust all our singers will keep in mind what an honor it is for us to perform as invited guests of the CCS and will monitor their behavior accordingly (even if others around them do not!).
